Ted brought the meeting to order.
1. Ted introduced Debbie to the board and indicated that she was attending the meeting to further explain the legal and procedural issues regarding the implementation of a set of rules for Pinebrook.  Debbie further explained that the current CC&R’s do allow for rules to be adopted.  She noted that all members are to be notified.  Owners can request a meeting within 45 days to discuss and if owners protest, a vote of attending owners would be held.  Rules could be ruled down if greater than a 51% vote was made against.  Ted suggested that Debbie prepare a draft set of rules for the board’s review, to which the board will respond with comments and other suggestions.

2. Debbie discussed the current status of lot B-2 in Boothill, owned by Kurt Donat who passed away in 2011.  She noted that several attempts have been made to contact Mr. Donat’s family, but with no response received as of today.  She noted that the foreclosure would cure after 90 days on April 17th and that it would be listed at a tax sale in May.  It was suggested that the HOA buy the lot for the back taxes owed, approx. $8,000, to preserve the HOA’s right to collect the outstanding assessment owing.
3. No other matters of business voted upon.  Meeting was adjourned.
