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MEETING OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE PINEBROOK HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION

JULY 11, 2013 – 7:00 P.M. – GORGOZA MUTUAL WATER COMPANY OFFICES

THOSE PRESENT: 
Ted Barnes, Mike Jamison, Dan Schofield, David Hedderly-Smith, and Cory McNeely.  Holly Smith and Sherri Swing were not present.  Drew Bedford was in attendance to discuss social media matters and Barbara Bretz, resident at 7405 Stagecoach Dr., was also in attendance to discuss fire mitigation in Pinebrook.
Ted brought the meeting to order.
1. Barbara Bretz was introduced to the board.  She was in attendance to discuss ways the association and Pinebrook residents could implement wildfire mitigation policies.  She had recently discussed these issues with Park City Fire Chief Paul Hewitt, and received literature regarding fire mitigation, which she left for the board’s review.  Ted suggested that Barb contact Chief Hewitt and invite him to the summer party in August to hand out literature and discuss ways wildfire in Pinebrook could be avoided.

2. Drew Bedford discussed the Pinebrook Community Facebook page and recent activity on the website. He noted that social media presents many opportunities to reach people immediately and directly.  
3. Ted asked Drew if he’d like to serve on the PHOA board as a replacement for Lisa Fizer who recently resigned, and he agreed to do so.  David made the motion to appoint Drew to the PHOA board of directors.  Dan seconded.  Vote all in favor.

4. Minutes from the June 6, 2013 board of directors meeting were reviewed.  David made the motion to accept the minutes as written.  Motion seconded.  Vote all in favor.
5. Financial statements at and for the five months ended May 31, 2013, including YTD budget reports and a current accounts receivable report were reviewed and discussed.  It was noted that operating cash balances remained at approx. $100k at 5/31/2013, but that we were behind the YTD budget primarily due to legal fees associated with Leon Gale.
6. Cory discussed recent communications with the Cornwells who live on Big Spruce Way about dead trees on their neighbor’s private property.  Their concern was that the trees detract from the neighborhood and also present a fire hazard.  Ted suggested the HOA write a letter to the neighbors and ask them to remove the tree as a starting point for this issue.
7. Cory discussed the recent meeting with Leon Gale, Holly Smith, Craig Hoggan and Dwayne Vance. Holly reached an agreement on colors with Leon and Dwayne, and noted that once the house is repainted, a decision would be made on the color of the roof and whether Leon would be required to repaint it as well.  Ted discussed his parallel meeting with Leon Gale, Dwayne Vance, Stan Plaisier and other representatives of Basin Recreation regarding the public trail that Leon realigned.  He noted that Leon agreed to do whatever he was requested to do to restore the trail to its proper location.  The board also discussed a recent letter received from Dwayne in response to Craig’s summary of the conditions reached in the meeting, their offer to settle for $7,000 and other comments made within.  Ted asked that Craig respond to Dwayne’s letter with a firm demand counter of $25,000 as settlement, and make it clear the case had not been “over-lawyered” as Dwayne had indicated for numerous reasons, mostly due to Leon’s actions over the past three years.
8. The pool project was discussed as a result of recent inquiries made by residents in the neighborhood about the status of the project.  Ted suggested that a table be set up at the summer party with information about the pool in an effort to revive interest again.  David suggested that the pool area be staked out so party attendees could get a visual understanding of where the pool would be built.  It was also suggested that Drew post information or a survey on the Facebook page about the pool project, and whether residents would like to see it revived.

9. The next meeting was scheduled for Thursday, September 5th. 

10. No other matters of business voted upon.  Meeting was adjourned.
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
